Objects

4    The charitable company’s objects (“Objects”) are to promote 
       the business of peace and happiness through the advancement of:

(1) Healthcare, education, occupational, and financial welfare 
for adults, elderly, children and young people, carers and 
families;  research and innovation; conciliation and mediation; professional services/activities; support for disabled  or less privileged people; and natural family planning; 

(2) equality, diversity, racial and religious harmony; social 
inclusion; Christian faith; human rights; the Law, Police 
and crime prevention;
(3) animal welfare;  environmental conservation; recycling and 
waste management; museum, art gallery, arts, culture and tourism; sports; and recreational activities; 

(4) community capacity building, sustainable development; urban and rural regeneration; transport; media; commerce, science 
and technology; disasters prevention and humanitarian support; unemployment, financial hardship and poverty prevention and relief,  and refugees /seeking asylum seekers’ support;

(5) to undertake all or any of the above  objects (and other objects not herein or hereafter identified, but shall be for the public benefit) alone and/or  in partnership for and in for Africa, emerging and developing nations, United Kingdom, Europe, and  other parts of the  world. The income, any profits and properties of the company shall be applied solely towards the promotion of the objects.

Powers

5    The charity has power to do anything which is calculated to further 
       its Object(s) or  is conducive or incidental to doing so. In particular, the 
       charity has power:

(1)   to raise funds. In doing so, the charity must not undertake any 
taxable permanent trading activity and must comply with any 
relevant statutory regulations;

(2) to buy, take on lease or in exchange, hire or otherwise acquire 
any property and to maintain and equip it for use;

       (3)   to sell, lease or otherwise dispose of all or any part of the
              property belonging to the charity. In exercising this power, the 
              charity must comply as appropriate with sections 36 and 37 of 
              the Charities Act 1993, as amended by the Charities Act 2006;

(4) to borrow money and to charge the whole or any part of the 
property belonging to the charity as security for repayment of 
the money borrowed or as security for a grant or the discharge 
of an obligation. The charity must comply as appropriate with 
sections 38 and 39 of the Charities Act 1993, as amended by the 
Charities Act 2006, if it wishes to mortgage land;
       (5)   to co-operate with other charities, voluntary bodies and
statutory authorities and to exchange information and advice 
with them;
